From City Centre join M8 heading east (Edinburgh, Stirling)

At Junction 14 branch left onto M80 (signposted Stirling/Kincardine Bridge)
Follow signs for Stirling (you will go from M80 to A80 and back to M80)
Once you reach Stirling Service Area (MOTO) join M9 north (Perth)
Continue until you reach a roundabout and take 2" exit and join A9 (Perth)

At Broxden Roundabout take 1% exit A9. At next roundabout take 2™ exit A9
(Inverness)

Stay on A9 until you reach sign post for Clunie/Foss (just past first exit for
Pitlochry)

Turn Right off A9 and follow signs for Tummel Bridge. Approximately 3 miles

along the road, turn right at the concrete archway and proceed to the car park
where you will see the Alba draft raft crew.
